
Exploring End Time Prophecy 
 

Jeremiah 25:4-5  & the LORD has sent to you all His servants the prophets,(Why?) rising early 

& sending them, but you have not listened nor inclined your ear to hear.  They said, 'Repent now 

everyone of his evil way & his evil doings, & dwell in the land that the LORD has given to you… 
 

From the CGI STP (Systematic Theology Project) section on “Prophecy … 

     The study of prophecy can be an interesting and rewarding experience. It is indeed placed in 

Scripture to be investigated, analyzed, and appreciated in a Christian’s relationship to God. 

However, it is still unfolding and we must be careful to let events in the real world guide our 

understanding of the times and seasons, rather than leaping ahead with speculations not 

grounded on actual events supported by Scripture. As we draw nearer to the climax of 

mankind’s civilization, we will see the convergence of major prophetic developments. No doubt 

they shall take on sharper focus and point us more precisely to the surest and most important 

prophecy of all—the return of Jesus Christ. 
 

Scripture tells us WHAT will happen …  

… we often move away from scripture trying to understand  WHEN … 

… We move further away from scripture … trying to explain HOW something will happen … 

or WHO will do it! 
 

Jesus tells us … Mat 24:42  Watch therefore … for you do not know…
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1. The Beast(s) 
 

Dan 2:31-45  "You, O king, were watching; and behold, a great image! This great image, 

whose splendor was excellent, stood before you; and its form was awesome.  

Dan 2:32  This image's head was of fine gold, its chest and arms of silver, its belly and thighs of 

bronze,  

Dan 2:33  its legs of iron, its feet partly of iron and partly of clay.  

Dan 2:34  You watched while a stone was cut out without hands, which struck the image on its 

feet of iron and clay, and broke them in pieces.  

Dan 2:35  Then the iron, the clay, the bronze, the silver, and the gold were crushed together, and 

became like chaff from the summer threshing floors; the wind carried them away so that no 

trace of them was found. And the stone that struck the image became a great mountain and 

filled the whole earth.  

Dan 2:36  "This is the dream. Now we will tell the interpretation of it before the king.  

Dan 2:37  You, O king, are a king of kings. For the God of heaven has given you a kingdom, 

power, strength, and glory;  

Dan 2:38  and wherever the children of men dwell, or the beasts of the field and the birds of the 

heaven, He has given them into your hand, and has made you ruler over them all—you are this 

head of gold.  

Dan 2:39  But after you shall arise another kingdom inferior to yours; then another, a third 

kingdom of bronze, which shall rule over all the earth.  

Dan 2:40  And the fourth kingdom shall be as strong as iron, inasmuch as iron breaks in pieces 

and shatters everything; and like iron that crushes, that kingdom will break in pieces and crush 

all the others.  

Dan 2:41  Whereas you saw the feet and toes, partly of potter's clay and partly of iron, the 

kingdom shall be divided; yet the strength of the iron shall be in it, just as you saw the iron 

mixed with ceramic clay.  

Dan 2:42  And as the toes of the feet were partly of iron and partly of clay, so the kingdom shall 

be partly strong and partly fragile.  

Dan 2:43  As you saw iron mixed with ceramic clay, they will mingle with the seed of men; but 

they will not adhere to one another, just as iron does not mix with clay.  

Dan 2:44  And in the days of these kings the God of 

heaven will set up a kingdom which shall never be 

destroyed; and the kingdom shall not be left to 

other people; it shall break in pieces and consume 

all these kingdoms, and it shall stand forever.  
Dan 2:45  Inasmuch as you saw that the stone was cut 

out of the mountain without hands, and that it broke in 

pieces the iron, the bronze, the clay, the silver, and the 

gold—the great God has made known to the king 

what will come to pass after this. The dream is 

certain, and its interpretation is sure."  



1. The Beast(s) (Continued) 
 

Rev 13:1-8  Then I stood on the sand of the sea. And I saw a beast rising up out of the sea, 
having seven heads & ten horns, & on his horns ten crowns, & on his heads a blasphemous name.  

Rev 13:2  Now the beast which I saw was like a leopard, his feet were like the feet of a bear, & 
his mouth like the mouth of a lion. The dragon gave him his power, his throne, & great authority.  

Rev 13:3  And I saw one of his heads as if it had been mortally wounded, and his deadly wound 

was healed. And all the world  arvelled and followed the beast.  

Rev 13:4  So they worshiped the dragon who gave authority to the beast; and they worshiped 

the beast, saying, ―Who is like the beast? Who is able to make war with him?‖  

Rev 13:5  And he was given a mouth speaking great things and blasphemies, and he was given 

authority to continue for forty-two months. 

Rev 13:6  Then he opened his mouth in blasphemy against God, to blaspheme His name, His 

tabernacle, and those who dwell in heaven.  

Rev 13:7  It was granted to him to make war with the saints and to overcome them. And 

authority was given him over every tribe, tongue, and nation.  

Rev 13:8  All who dwell on the earth will worship him, whose names have not been written in 

the Book of Life of the Lamb slain from the foundation of the world.  

 Beast is a powerful government (kingdom) against God & the Church 

 Final version of Beast for 42 months = period of the Great Tribulation 
 

1b  Image of Beast, Mark of the Beast, Name & Number of the Beast  
 

Rev 13:11-18  Then I saw another beast coming up out of the earth, and he 

had two horns like a lamb and spoke like a dragon.  

Rev 13:12  And he exercises all the authority of the first beast in his 

presence, and causes the earth and those who dwell in it to worship the first 

beast, whose deadly wound was healed.  

Rev 13:13  He performs great signs, so that he even makes fire come down from heaven on 

the earth in the sight of men.  

Rev 13:14  And he deceives those who dwell on the earth—by those signs which he was 

granted to do in the sight of the beast, telling those who dwell on the earth to make an image to 

the beast who was wounded by the sword and lived.  

Rev 13:15  He was granted power to give breath to the image of the beast, that the image of the beast 

should both speak and cause as many as would not worship the image of the beast to be killed.  
Rev 13:16  He causes all, both small and great, rich and poor, free and slave, to receive a mark 

on their right hand or on their foreheads,  

Rev 13:17  and that no one may buy or sell except one who has the mark or the name of the 

beast, or the number of his name.  

Rev 13:18  Here is wisdom. Let him who has understanding calculate the number of the beast, 

for it is the number of a man: His number is 666. 

 In CoG history we see ―Sunday keeping‖ may be the mark (ie enforced Sabbath breaking) 

& a false church in the image of the Roman government may be the image of the Beast  

 Because of God’s fairness, it makes little sense that the mark is something (like a 

computer chip) that a government can brutally ―force‖ upon unwilling citizens 
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Revelation 7 Seals  

1. First seal (Rev 6:2): religious deception (Matthew 24:4-5). 

2. Second seal (Rev 6:3-4): war (Matthew 24:6-7). 

3. Third seal (Rev 6:5-6): famine (Matthew 24:7). 

4. Fourth seal (Rev 6:7-8): disease (Matthew 24:7). 

 Pre-Tribulation … starting around 30 AD (Olivet prophecy) … AND getting worse! 

 Rev 6:8 … Power over 1/4
th
 of the earth to kill… 

 

5. Fifth seal (Rev 6:9-11): Great Tribulation and persecution of true Christians 

(Matthew 24:9-13; Luke 21:12-19). 
 

Jer 30:7  Alas! For that day is great, So that none is like it; And it is the time of Jacob's 

trouble, But he shall be saved out of it. 
 

Dan_12:11  "& from the time that the daily sacrifice is taken away, & the abomination 

of desolation is set up, there shall be 1290 days. 

o Abomination of Desolation appears related to … Offering swine’s blood in 

God’s temple &/or  
 

Rev 7:3-4  saying, "Do not harm the earth, the sea, or the trees till we have sealed the 

servants of our God on their foreheads."  And I heard the number of those who were 

sealed. 144,000 of all the tribes of the children of Israel were sealed 
 

6. Sixth seal (Rev 6:12-14): an earthquake & heavenly signs (Matt 24:7; Luke 21:11) 
 

Isa 13:10  For the stars of heaven and their constellations Will not give their light; The 

sun will be darkened in its going forth, And the moon will not cause its light to shine. 
 

Joel 2:30-31  "And I will show wonders in the heavens and in the earth: Blood and fire 

and pillars of smoke.  The sun shall be turned into darkness, And the moon into blood, 

Before the coming of the great and awesome day of the LORD. 
 

7.  Seventh seal  Day of the Lord 
 

Isa 13:9  Behold, the day of the LORD comes, Cruel, with both wrath and fierce anger, To lay 

the land desolate; And He will destroy its sinners from it. 
 

Isa 34:8  For it is the day of the LORD's vengeance, The year of recompense for the cause of Zion. 
 

Mal 4:5-6  Behold, I will send you Elijah the prophet Before the coming of the great and 

dreadful day of the LORD.  And he will turn The hearts of the fathers to the children, And the 

hearts of the children to their fathers, Lest I come and strike the earth with a curse. 
 

Zec 14:1-4  Behold, the day of the LORD is coming, And your spoil will be divided in your 

midst.  For I will gather all the nations to battle against Jerusalem; The city shall be taken, The 

houses rifled, And the women ravished. Half of the city shall go into captivity, But the remnant 

of the people shall not be cut off from the city. Then the LORD will go forth And fight against 

those nations, As He fights in the day of battle.  And in that day His feet will stand on the 

Mount of Olives 
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7 Trumpets of the Day of the Lord (God’s Wrath) 

First trumpet (Revelation 8:7): devastation of earth's vegetation. 

Second trumpet (verses 8-9): devastation of oceans and seas. 

Third trumpet (verses 10-11): devastation of rivers and fresh water. 

Fourth trumpet (verse 12): sun, moon and stars partially darkened. 

Fifth trumpet (Revelation 9:1-11): a satanically influenced military power. 

Sixth trumpet (verses 13-19): an enormous rival military power. 
 

Rev 9:15  So the four angels, who had been prepared for the hour and day and month and 

year, were released to kill a third of mankind. 

 

Seventh trumpet = 7 Last Plagues 

 . Sores on beast worshipers (Rev 16:2)  

 . Oceans become blood (16:3) 

 . Rivers and fresh water become blood (16:4) 

 . The sun scorches the earth (16:8) 

 . Thick darkness in the beast kingdom (16:10) 

 . Euphrates River dried up (16:12) 

 . Massive final destruction (16:17-21) 

 

Other Prophecy to be plugged into a timeline 
 

8.  The first prophecy?  Jesus (mankind) Vs Satan 

Gen 3:15  And I will put enmity Between you (the serpent) and the woman, And between 

your seed and her Seed; He shall bruise your head, And you shall bruise His heel." 

 Satan (apparently) had success influencing Jesus’ crucifixion … But Jesus ―wins‖ 

 

9.  Times of the Gentiles 
 

Luk 21:20  "But when you see Jerusalem surrounded by armies, then know that its desolation is near.  
Luk 21:24  And they will fall by the edge of the sword, and be led away captive into all nations. 

And Jerusalem will be trampled by Gentiles until the times of the Gentiles are fulfilled. 
 

Rev_11:2  But leave out the court which is outside the temple, and do not measure it, for it has 

been given to the Gentiles. And they will tread the holy city underfoot for forty-two months. 

 The phrase ―times of the Gentiles‖ refers to Gentile domination over the world and 

control over Jerusalem. The era began during the reign of Nebuchadnezzar of Babylon 

until the return of Jesus (& the 3 ½ years before the return of Jesus) 
 

10.  Babylon 

Rev_14:8  And another angel followed, saying, "Babylon is fallen, is fallen, that great city, 

because she has made all nations drink of the wine of the wrath of her fornication." 

  Many commentaries see Babylon as representing a vast commercial and religious 

conglomerate with headquarters in Rome. 
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11.  Two Witnesses 

Zec 4:2-3,14  And he said to me, "What do you see?" So I 

said, "I am looking, and there is a lampstand of solid gold 

with a bowl on top of it, & on the stand seven lamps with 

seven pipes to the seven lamps.  Two olive trees are by it, 

one at the right of the bowl and the other at its left." 

Zec 4:14  So he said, "These are the two anointed ones, 

who stand beside the Lord of the whole earth." 

 

Rev 11:3-7  And I will give power to my two witnesses, and they will prophesy one 

thousand two hundred and sixty days, clothed in sackcloth."  

Rev 11:4  These are the two olive trees & the two lampstands standing before the God of the earth.  

Rev 11:5  And if anyone wants to harm them, fire proceeds from their mouth and devours their 

enemies. And if anyone wants to harm them, he must be killed in this manner.  

Rev 11:6  These have power to shut heaven, so that no rain falls in the days of their prophecy; 

and they have power over waters to turn them to blood, and to strike the earth with all plagues, 

as often as they desire.  

Rev 11:7  When they finish their testimony, the beast that ascends out of the bottomless pit will 

make war against them, overcome them, and kill them. 

Rev 11:11  Now after the three-and-a-half days the breath of life from God entered them, and 

they stood on their feet, and great fear fell on those who saw them.  

Rev 11:12  And they heard a loud voice from heaven saying to them, "Come up here." And they 

ascended to heaven in a cloud, and their enemies saw them. 

 In a recent Truth Unveiled episode … it points out how the powers given to the 

witnesses point to Moses (plagues) & Elijah (cause no rain)… AND … that the 

identity of the witnesses is not as important as the message of the witnesses for people 

to remove themselves from this evil culture & society    

 

12.  Antichrist (only in John) 

1Jn_2:18  Little children, it is the last hour; & as you have heard that the Antichrist is coming, 

even now many antichrists have come, by which we know that it is the last hour.  
 

1Jn_2:22  Who is a liar but he who denies that Jesus is the Christ? He is antichrist who 

denies the Father and the Son.  
 

1Jn_4:3  and every spirit that does not confess that Jesus Christ has come in the flesh is 

not of God. And this is the spirit of the Antichrist, which you have heard was coming, 

and is now already in the world.  
 

2Jn_1:7  For many deceivers have gone out into the world who do not confess Jesus 

Christ as coming in the flesh. This is a deceiver and an antichrist. 

o From Bill Watson’s booklet What Does the Bible say about the AntiChrist? 

―If anyone denies Christ’s supernatural ability to presently dwell in us through 

the power of the Holy Spirit, that individual is of the antichrist spirit. This is 

an important concept to grasp since it is this supernatural force (the Holy Spirit) 



that, dwelling in us after baptism, will renew our minds and 

be the instrument that empowers the literal change of our 

behavior (2 Corinthians 5:16–21; 6:16) and, ultimately, will 

then convert us into an actual spirit substance, changing our 

mortal flesh into becoming an embodied spirit being 

(Romans 8:9–11; 1 Corinthians 15:22–23, 43–55)—a new 

life form! This is the teaching that was taught from the 

beginning concerning the afterlife and the reward of the 

saved.  
 

o A world dictator will absolutely emerge onto the world stage. And when he 

does, he will be viewed as mankind’s solution to the hardships of the present 

world’s conditions at that time. Notice again, ―And in the latter time of their 

kingdom…a king of fierce countenance, and understanding dark sentences shall 

stand up. And his power shall be mighty…and he shall destroy wonderfully [by 

wonderful works], and shall prosper, and practice, and shall destroy the mighty 

[nations] and the holy people [the church]…. and he shall magnify himself and 

his heart, and by peace [prosperity]shall destroy many‖ (Daniel 8:23–25). We 

are told it will be this individual and the combine of ten kings and the false 

prophet that will fight Christ upon His return (Revelation 17:14). However, 

they will be destroyed and the kingdom of the earth will be taken from them 

when Christ establishes His kingdom (Revelation19:17–21; Daniel 7:11–14; 

Zechariah 14:9). 
 

13. The False Prophet 
 

Rev 16:13-14  And I saw three unclean spirits like frogs coming out of the mouth of the dragon, 

out of the mouth of the beast, and out of the mouth of the false prophet.  For they are spirits of 

demons, performing signs, which go out to the kings of the earth and of the whole world, to 

gather them to the battle of that great day of God Almighty. 
 

Rev 19:20  Then the beast was captured, and with him the false prophet who worked signs in 

his presence, by which he deceived those who received the mark of the beast and those who 

worshiped his image. These two were cast alive into the lake of fire burning with brimstone. 

 ... a deceiving miracle worker 

 John was seeing in vision a powerful religious leader who "worked signs [miracles]" 

in the presence of the beast or on behalf of the beast. The False Prophet is the same 

as the one called "another beast" who performs miraculous "signs" in Revelation 

13:11. He is also the leader of the false church ("the 

harlot") in Revelation 17:1-5.  He is the same as "the 

man of sin" and "the son of perdition" who uses 

"power, signs, and lying wonders" in 2 Thessalonians 

2:3-4 and 9. He is also referred to as "another horn" 

who will "persecute the saints of the Most High, & 

shall intend to change times and law" in Daniel 7:8, 

20-22, 24-25. 
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14.  Falling away & 

         Man of Sin, son of perdition (Paul’s term) 

2Th 2:1-10  Now, brethren, concerning the coming of our Lord Jesus Christ and our 

gathering together to Him, we ask you,  

2Th 2:2  not to be soon shaken in mind or troubled, either by spirit or by word or by 

letter, as if from us, as though the day of Christ had come.  

2Th 2:3  Let no one deceive you by any means; for that Day will not come unless the 

falling away comes first, & the man of sin is revealed, the son of perdition, 

(ruin, loss) 

2Th 2:4  who opposes and exalts himself above all that is called God or that is worshiped, 

so that he sits as God in the temple of God, showing himself that he is God.  

2Th 2:5  Do you not remember that when I was still with you I told you these things?  

2Th 2:6  And now you know what is restraining, that he may be revealed in his own time.  

2Th 2:7  For the mystery of lawlessness is already at work; only He who now restrains 

will do so until He is taken out of the way.  

2Th 2:8  And then the lawless one will be revealed, whom the Lord will consume with 

the breath of His mouth and destroy with the brightness of His coming.  

2Th 2:9  The coming of the lawless one is according to the working of Satan, with all 

power, signs, and lying wonders,  

2Th 2:10  and with all unrighteous deception among those who perish, because they did 

not receive the love of the truth, that they might be saved. 
 

15.  Battle of Armageddon 

Rev 16:12-16  Then the sixth angel poured out his bowl on the great river Euphrates, and 

its water was dried up, so that the way of the kings from the east might be prepared … the 

kings of the earth and of the whole world, to gather them to the battle of that great day of 

God Almighty. & they gathered them together to the place called in Hebrew, Armageddon. 
 

 Scripture shows us that Armageddon is the gathering place for the climactic battle of the 

Great Day of God Almighty! Massive armies will gather on the plain to begin the 

ultimate conflagration. 
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16.  Daniel’s “days” 

Dan 12:4  "But you, Daniel, shut up the words, and seal the book until the time of the 

end; many shall run to and fro, and knowledge shall increase." 
 

Dan 12:7  Then I heard the man clothed in linen … it shall be for (1260 days) a time, 

times, and half a time; and when the power of the holy people has been completely 

shattered, all these things shall be finished. 

 ie 3 ½ years Jerusalem surrounded, gentiles overrun the city, 2 witnesses, Beast rules 

(Matt 24:15, Rev 11:2-3, 12:6, 14, 13:5) 
 

Dan 12:11  "& from the time that the daily sacrifice is taken away, & the abomination of 

desolation is set up, there shall be (1290 days) one thousand two hundred & ninety days. 

 ie Sacrifices end, Abomination of desolation setup(Dan 8:9-12,Matt 24:15-20,Luke 21:20-3) 
 

Dan 12:12  Blessed is he who waits, and comes to the (1335 days) one thousand three 

hundred and thirty-five days. 

 ie Organized efforts of Church to spread the Gospel will end (Amos 8:11, John 9:4) 
 

Amos 8:11-12  "Behold, the days are coming," says the Lord GOD, "That I will send 

a famine on the land, Not a famine of bread, Nor a thirst for water, But of hearing the 

words of the LORD.  They shall wander from sea to sea, And from north to east; They 

shall run to and fro, seeking the word of the LORD, But shall not find it. 
 

John 9:4  I must work the works of Him who sent Me while it is day; the night is 

coming when no one can work. 

 

17.  Return & Reign of Jesus in the Kingdom of God 
 

Eze 39:21  "I will set My glory among the nations; all the nations shall see My judgment 

which I have executed, and My hand which I have laid on them. 
 

Dan 7:13-14  "I was watching in the night visions, And behold, One like the Son of Man, 

Coming with the clouds of heaven! He came to the Ancient of Days, And they brought Him 

near before Him.   Then to Him was given dominion and glory and a kingdom, That all peoples, 

nations, and languages should serve Him. His dominion is an everlasting dominion, Which 

shall not pass away, And His kingdom the one Which shall not be destroyed. 
 

Rev 19:11-13  Now I saw heaven opened, and behold, a white horse. And He who sat on him 

was called Faithful and True, and in righteousness He judges and makes war.  

Rev 19:12  His eyes were like a flame of fire, and on His 

head were many crowns. He had a name written that no 

one knew except Himself.  

Rev 19:13  He was clothed with a robe dipped in blood, & 

His name is called The Word of God. 

 

Rev 20:4  … And they lived and reigned with Christ 

for a thousand years.
