17. JUDGMENT
The time of one’s judgment is the time of his opportunity for salvation, extending from one’s calling by God until his death (or the resurrection at Christ’s return). Those who shall qualify for God’s Kingdom—the overwhelming majority—shall inherit eternal life, and those who deliberately reject God’s way shall be consumed in the lake of fire.

Matthew 13:49–50; 25:34; 1 Peter 4:17; Revelation 20:15; 21:8

(Mat 13:49 NKJV)  "So it will be at the end of the age. The angels will come forth, separate the wicked from among the just,

(Mat 13:50 NKJV)  "and cast them into the furnace of fire. There will be wailing and gnashing of teeth."

(Mat 25:34 NKJV)  "Then the King will say to those on His right hand, 'Come, you blessed of My Father, inherit the kingdom prepared for you from the foundation of the world:  (Mat 25:35 NKJV)  'for I was hungry and you gave Me food; I was thirsty and …

(1 Pet 4:17 NKJV)  For the time has come for judgment to begin at the house of God; and if it begins with us first, what will be the end of those who do not obey the gospel of God?  (1 Pet 4:18)  Now "If the righteous one is scarcely saved, Where will the ungodly and the sinner appear?"

(Rev 20:15 NKJV)  And anyone not found written in the Book of Life was cast into the lake of fire.

(Rev 21:7 NKJV)  "He who overcomes shall inherit all things, and I will be his God and he shall be My son.

 (Rev 21:8 NKJV)  "But the cowardly, unbelieving, abominable, murderers, sexually immoral, sorcerers, idolaters, and all liars shall have their part in the lake which burns with fire and brimstone, which is the second death."

17. JUDGMENT

DOCTORAL STATEMENT

The time of one's judgment is the time of his opportunity for salvation, extending from one's calling by God until his death (or the resurrection). During this judgment period a person's mind is opened to understand God's way, and his actions and attitudes are being evaluated by God in the light of His way of life and His law. All human beings from all time shall have a full opportunity for salvation either now (for the Church), or during the one thousand year reign of Christ on earth, or in the Great White Throne Judgment. Those who shall qualify for God's Kingdom—the overwhelming majority—shall inherit eternal life, and those who deliberately reject God's way shall be consumed in the lake of fire.

DOCTRINAL OVERVIEW

One of the most awesome truths of God is that all mankind from all time shall have an opportunity for salvation—the attainment of eternal life in the family of God. No human being is doomed forever simply because he has never heard of Christ's name or never really understood God's purpose and plan. God makes it adequately plain that He is "not willing that any should perish, but that all should come to repentance" (II Pet. 3:9). He intends to give everyone a chance to know and understand His truth and to have the opportunity to be with Him in His glorious Kingdom (cf. I Tim. 2:4).

Combined with this thrilling truth that all men shall have an opportunity for salvation is the fact that all men will not receive this opportunity at the same time. The time during which each individual is receiving his chance is the time of judgment. The term "judgment," as used in this context, is not restricted to passing sentence. It rather implies a process, a period of time during which a person's mind is opened to understand God's plan, and during which his actions are under daily scrutiny by God in the light of that understanding. God is intimately concerned with His children, and works in their lives to produce the best ultimate results. The parable of the tares of the field shows that Christians start out as seeds and must grow until the harvest (Mt. 13:36-43). Of course, this judgment process shall in most people's lives cover a period of many years. It is only at the end of this period that God shall make the decision of whether or not that person shall enter His Kingdom at the resurrection.

But judgment involves more than just making a "yes" or "no" decision, more than the simple determination of whether a person shall be granted salvation; for, indeed, the overwhelming majority shall make it. Judgment also involves the reward that God shall give to each person who qualifies. There are different positions and responsibilities in God's family. As Jesus related in the parable of the pounds (Lk. 19:12-27), the servants who used their pounds profitably were all given positions of rulership, but the level or degree of their position was directly proportional to how much they had accomplished. The parable of the talents (Mt. 25:14-30) shows that God rewards each person according to what he accomplished in relationship to what he had to start with. The servant who started with two talents and made two received the same reward as the servant who started with five and made five.

Luke 19:12  Therefore He said: "A certain nobleman went into a far country to receive for himself a kingdom and to return.

13  "So he called ten of his servants, delivered to them ten minas, and said to them, 'Do business till I come.'

14  "But his citizens hated him, and sent a delegation after him, saying, 'We will not have this man to reign over us.'

15  "And so it was that when he returned, having received the kingdom, he then commanded these servants, to whom he had given the money, to be called to him, that he might know how much every man had gained by trading.

16  "Then came the first, saying, 'Master, your mina has earned ten minas.'

17  "And he said to him, 'Well done, good servant; because you were faithful in a very little, have authority over ten cities.'

18  "And the second came, saying, 'Master, your mina has earned five minas.'

19  "Likewise he said to him, 'You also be over five cities.'

20  "Then another came, saying, 'Master, here is your mina, which I have kept put away in a handkerchief.

21  'For I feared you, because you are an austere man. You collect what you did not deposit, and reap what you did not sow.'

22  "And he said to him, 'Out of your own mouth I will judge you, you wicked servant. You knew that I was an austere man, collecting what I did not deposit and reaping what I did not sow.

23  'Why then did you not put my money in the bank, that at my coming I might have collected it with interest?'

24  "And he said to those who stood by, 'Take the mina from him, and give it to him who has ten minas.'

25  ("But they said to him, 'Master, he has ten minas.')

26  'For I say to you, that to everyone who has will be given; and from him who does not have, even what he has will be taken away from him.

27  'But bring here those enemies of mine, who did not want me to reign over them, and slay them before me.'"

(Mat 25:14 "For the kingdom of heaven is like a man traveling to a far country, who called his own servants and delivered his goods to them.

15  "And to one he gave five talents, to another two, and to another one, to each according to his own ability; and immediately he went on a journey.

16  "Then he who had received the five talents went and traded with them, and made another five talents.

17  "And likewise he who had received two gained two more also.

18  "But he who had received one went and dug in the ground, and hid his lord's money.

19  "After a long time the lord of those servants came and settled accounts with them.

20  "So he who had received five talents came and brought five other talents, saying, 'Lord, you delivered to me five talents; look, I have gained five more talents besides them.'

21  "His lord said to him, 'Well done, good and faithful servant; you were faithful over a few things, I will make you ruler over many things. Enter into the joy of your lord.'

22  "He also who had received two talents came and said, 'Lord, you delivered to me two talents; look, I have gained two more talents besides them.'

23  "His lord said to him, 'Well done, good and faithful servant; you have been faithful over a few things, I will make you ruler over many things. Enter into the joy of your lord.'

24  "Then he who had received the one talent came and said, 'Lord, I knew you to be a hard man, reaping where you have not sown, and gathering where you have not scattered seed.

25  'And I was afraid, and went and hid your talent in the ground. Look, there you have what is yours.'

26  "But his lord answered and said to him, 'You wicked and lazy servant, you knew that I reap where I have not sown, and gather where I have not scattered seed.

27  'So you ought to have deposited my money with the bankers, and at my coming I would have received back my own with interest.

28  'Therefore take the talent from him, and give it to him who has ten talents.

29  'For to everyone who has, more will be given, and he will have abundance; but from him who does not have, even what he has will be taken away.

God has divided His plan into three great judgment periods, each of which deals specifically with a different classification of persons. The first period of judgment began at the creation of man and shall continue until the return of Jesus Christ. During this era, God has not chosen to call the vast majority of persons, but rather a small group—"the elect" (Rom. 8:28 ff). These "elect" have had their minds opened to understand God's truth and have been given God's Holy Spirit in this age. For these persons—who compose the Church or "house of God"—the period of judgment is now. "For the time has come for judgment to begin with the household of God" (I Pet. 4:17). Those whom God has called now are not called because of an inner desire to serve God, but by virtue of God's mercy (Rom. 9:15-16).

God has not called the masses now because He wants man to learn by experience that his way apart from God is the way of death (Prov. 14:12). Those whom He does call now are called for the express purpose of preaching the gospel to the world as a witness (Mt. 24:14; 28:19-20) and to prepare to become rulers in God's millennial Kingdom (Rev.).

All those who have qualified for God's Kingdom from Adam’s time to the return of Christ shall be resurrected at return. The end of this first judgment period is thus marked by the first resurrection (Rev. 20:5-6).

During His thousand-year reign, Christ and the saints shall reestablish God's government on earth (Mic. 4:1-4) and shall reconstruct society so that in every way it conforms to God's holy laws. God shall also pour out His Spirit upon all those who will be alive during this time, and shall open their minds to understand the gospel and give them a chance for salvation. The millennium thus marks the second great judgment period of God, the time when the human beings who live on into the new age (from the present age) and those subsequently born as their offspring shall have their opportunity for salvation.

After the thousand-year period, there is, the "Great White Throne" judgment. This spectacular event epitomizes the time when all who have ever lived and died without having had a chance for salvation, never having heard about Jesus Christ and the plan of God, or never having had their eyes opened to truly understand the gospel—shall be resurrected from the dead to physical life (Rev. 20:11 ff). This time their minds shall be opened to a full understanding of God's laws and His truth.
"Behold, I will open your graves, and raise you from your graves ... And I will put my Spirit within you, and you shall live, and I will place you in your own land; then you shall know that I, the Lord, have spoken, and I have done it, says the Lord" (Ezek. 37:12-14).

This third judgment period is the greatest of the three because it includes the innumerable multitudes of all humanity who have lived and died in ignorance of God's way.
Although God wants all to come to the knowledge of His truth and earnestly desires that all obtain salvation, it is nevertheless true that some few shall totally reject God and lose out on eternal life. Those who have adamantly rejected this truth—those who have committed the unpardonable sin by not asking God to pardon their sins—shall be thrown into the lake of fire (Rev. 20:14). These individuals are those who would never repent of their sins and shall therefore be put out of their misery by a merciful God. It would be cruel punishment for God to make a rebellious person live forever under His government when that individual has permanently rejected God's government in his life by his actions and attitudes.

God's fairness, concern and love for mankind is exemplified by the three judgment periods outlined above. His plan for salvation includes ample opportunity for all those who have ever lived and died to live a full physical life under God's laws, and then to qualify to enter His Kingdom, and, ultimately, to gain eternal life as full members of His divine family. 
Can or Should Christians judge one another?  Your children’s actions? your spouses actions? A fellow member’s actions?
(Mat 7:1 NKJV)  "Judge not, that you be not judged.

(Mat 7:2 NKJV)  "For with what judgment you judge, you will be judged; and with the measure you use, it will be measured back to you.

(Mat 7:3 NKJV)  "And why do you look at the speck in your brother's eye, but do not consider the plank in your own eye?

(Mat 7:4 NKJV)  "Or how can you say to your brother, 'Let me remove the speck from your eye'; and look, a plank is in your own eye?

(Mat 7:5 NKJV)  "Hypocrite! First remove the plank from your own eye, and then you will see clearly to remove the speck from your brother's eye.

(Luke 6:31 NKJV)  "And just as you want men to do to you, you also do to them likewise.

(Luke 6:32 NKJV)  "But if you love those who love you, what credit is that to you? For even sinners love those who love them.

(Luke 6:33 NKJV)  "And if you do good to those who do good to you, what credit is that to you? For even sinners do the same.

(Luke 6:34 NKJV)  "And if you lend to those from whom you hope to receive back, what credit is that to you? For even sinners lend to sinners to receive as much back.

(Luke 6:35 NKJV)  "But love your enemies, do good, and lend, hoping for nothing in return; and your reward will be great, and you will be sons of the Most High. For He is kind to the unthankful and evil.

(Luke 6:36 NKJV)  "Therefore be merciful, just as your Father also is merciful.

(Luke 6:37 NKJV)  "Judge not, and you shall not be judged. Condemn not, and you shall not be condemned. Forgive, and you will be forgiven.

Is Jesus our Judge?  When he came as a human, did he come to Judge?  Does the Father Judge?
(Luke 12:13 NKJV)  Then one from the crowd said to Him, "Teacher, tell my brother to divide the inheritance with me."

(Luke 12:14 NKJV)  But He said to him, "Man, who made Me a judge or an arbitrator over you?"
(Luke 12:15 NKJV)  And He said to them, "Take heed and beware of covetousness, for one's life does not consist in the abundance of the things he possesses."

(Luke 12:55 NKJV)  "And when you see the south wind blow, you say, 'There will be hot weather'; and there is.

(Luke 12:56 NKJV)  "Hypocrites! You can discern the face of the sky and of the earth, but how is it you do not discern this time?

(Luke 12:57 NKJV)  "Yes, and why, even of yourselves, do you not judge what is right?
(Luke 12:58 NKJV)  "When you go with your adversary to the magistrate, make every effort along the way to settle with him, lest he drag you to the judge, the judge deliver you to the officer, and the officer throw you into prison.

(Luke 12:59 NKJV)  "I tell you, you shall not depart from there till you have paid the very last mite."

(John 5:19 NKJV)  Then Jesus answered and said to them, "Most assuredly, I say to you, the Son can do nothing of Himself, but what He sees the Father do; for whatever He does, the Son also does in like manner.

(John 5:20 NKJV)  "For the Father loves the Son, and shows Him all things that He Himself does; and He will show Him greater works than these, that you may marvel.

(John 5:21 NKJV)  "For as the Father raises the dead and gives life to them, even so the Son gives life to whom He will.

(John 5:22 NKJV)  "For the Father judges no one, but has committed all judgment to the Son,
(John 5:23 NKJV)  "that all should honor the Son just as they honor the Father. He who does not honor the Son does not honor the Father who sent Him.

(John 5:24 NKJV)  "Most assuredly, I say to you, he who hears My word and believes in Him who sent Me has everlasting life, and shall not come into judgment, but has passed from death into life.

(John 5:25 NKJV)  "Most assuredly, I say to you, the hour is coming, and now is, when the dead will hear the voice of the Son of God; and those who hear will live.

(John 5:26 NKJV)  "For as the Father has life in Himself, so He has granted the Son to have life in Himself,

(John 5:27 NKJV)  "and has given Him authority to execute judgment also, because He is the Son of Man.

(John 5:28 NKJV)  "Do not marvel at this; for the hour is coming in which all who are in the graves will hear His voice

(John 5:29 NKJV)  "and come forth; those who have done good, to the resurrection of life, and those who have done evil, to the resurrection of condemnation.

(John 5:30 NKJV)  "I can of Myself do nothing. As I hear, I judge; and My judgment is righteous, because I do not seek My own will but the will of the Father who sent Me.

(John 7:23 NKJV)  "If a man receives circumcision on the Sabbath, so that the law of Moses should not be broken, are you angry with Me because I made a man completely well on the Sabbath?

 (John 7:24 NKJV)  "Do not judge according to appearance, but judge with righteous judgment."

(John 8:14 NKJV)  Jesus answered and said to them, "Even if I bear witness of Myself, My witness is true, for I know where I came from and where I am going; but you do not know where I come from and where I am going.

(John 8:15 NKJV)  "You judge according to the flesh; I judge no one.
(John 8:16 NKJV)  "And yet if I do judge, My judgment is true; for I am not alone, but I am with the Father who sent Me.

(John 8:17 NKJV)  "It is also written in your law that the testimony of two men is true.

(John 8:18 NKJV)  "I am One who bears witness of Myself, and the Father who sent Me bears witness of Me."

(John 12:46 NKJV)  "I have come as a light into the world, that whoever believes in Me should not abide in darkness.

(John 12:47 NKJV)  "And if anyone hears My words and does not believe, I do not judge him; for I did not come to judge the world but to save the world.
(John 12:48 NKJV)  "He who rejects Me, and does not receive My words, has that which judges him; the word that I have spoken will judge him in the last day.
(John 12:49 NKJV)  "For I have not spoken on My own authority; but the Father who sent Me gave Me a command, what I should say and what I should speak.

(John 12:50 NKJV)  "And I know that His command is everlasting life. Therefore, whatever I speak, just as the Father has told Me, so I speak."

(Acts 4:18 NKJV)  And they called them and commanded them not to speak at all nor teach in the name of Jesus.

(Acts 4:19 NKJV)  But Peter and John answered and said to them, "Whether it is right in the sight of God to listen to you more than to God, you judge.

(Acts 4:20 NKJV)  "For we cannot but speak the things which we have seen and heard."

(Acts 10:40 NKJV)  "Him God raised up on the third day, and showed Him openly,

(Acts 10:41 NKJV)  "not to all the people, but to witnesses chosen before by God, even to us who ate and drank with Him after He arose from the dead.

(Acts 10:42 NKJV)  "And He commanded us to preach to the people, and to testify that it is He who was ordained by God to be Judge of the living and the dead.
(Acts 10:43 NKJV)  "To Him all the prophets witness that, through His name, whoever believes in Him will receive remission of sins."

(Acts 15:19 NKJV)  "Therefore I judge that we should not trouble those from among the Gentiles who are turning to God,

(Acts 15:20 NKJV)  "but that we write to them to abstain from things polluted by idols, from sexual immorality, from things strangled, and from blood.

(Acts 17:23 NKJV)  "for as I was passing through and considering the objects of your worship, I even found an altar with this inscription: TO THE UNKNOWN GOD. Therefore, the One whom you worship without knowing, Him I proclaim to you:

(Acts 17:24 NKJV)  "God, who made the world and everything in it, since He is Lord of heaven and earth, does not dwell in temples made with hands.

(Acts 17:25 NKJV)  "Nor is He worshiped with men's hands, as though He needed anything, since He gives to all life, breath, and all things.

(Acts 17:26 NKJV)  "And He has made from one blood every nation of men to dwell on all the face of the earth, and has determined their preappointed times and the boundaries of their dwellings,

(Acts 17:27 NKJV)  "so that they should seek the Lord, in the hope that they might grope for Him and find Him, though He is not far from each one of us;

(Acts 17:28 NKJV)  "for in Him we live and move and have our being, as also some of your own poets have said, 'For we are also His offspring.'

(Acts 17:29 NKJV)  "Therefore, since we are the offspring of God, we ought not to think that the Divine Nature is like gold or silver or stone, something shaped by art and man's devising.

(Acts 17:30 NKJV)  "Truly, these times of ignorance God overlooked, but now commands all men everywhere to repent,

(Acts 17:31 NKJV)  "because He has appointed a day on which He will judge the world in righteousness by the Man whom He has ordained. He has given assurance of this to all by raising Him from the dead."
(Rom 2:1 NKJV)  Therefore you are inexcusable, O man, whoever you are who judge, for in whatever you judge another you condemn yourself; for you who judge practice the same things.

(Rom 2:2 NKJV)  But we know that the judgment of God is according to truth against those who practice such things.

(Rom 2:3 NKJV)  And do you think this, O man, you who judge those practicing such things, and doing the same, that you will escape the judgment of God?

(Rom 2:16 NKJV)  in the day when God will judge the secrets of men by Jesus Christ, according to my gospel.

(Rom 2:21 NKJV)  You, therefore, who teach another, do you not teach yourself? You who preach that a man should not steal, do you steal?

(Rom 2:22 NKJV)  You who say, "Do not commit adultery," do you commit adultery? You who abhor idols, do you rob temples?

(Rom 2:23 NKJV)  You who make your boast in the law, do you dishonor God through breaking the law?

Will Christian’s who are resurrected to eternal life … appear later … before the judgment seat of Christ?
(Rom 14:10 NKJV)  But why do you judge your brother? Or why do you show contempt for your brother? For we shall all stand before the judgment seat of Christ.
(Rom 14:11 NKJV)  For it is written: "As I live, says the LORD, Every knee shall bow to Me, And every tongue shall confess to God."

(Rom 14:12 NKJV)  So then each of us shall give account of himself to God.
(Rom 14:13 NKJV)  Therefore let us not judge one another anymore, but rather resolve this, not to put a stumbling block or a cause to fall in our brother's way.

(1 Cor 4:1 NKJV)  Let a man so consider us, as servants of Christ and stewards of the mysteries of God.

(1 Cor 4:2 NKJV)  Moreover it is required in stewards that one be found faithful.

(1 Cor 4:3 NKJV)  But with me it is a very small thing that I should be judged by you or by a human court. In fact, I do not even judge myself.

(1 Cor 4:4 NKJV)  For I know nothing against myself, yet I am not justified by this; but He who judges me is the Lord.

(1 Cor 4:5 NKJV)  Therefore judge nothing before the time, until the Lord comes, who will both bring to light the hidden things of darkness and reveal the counsels of the hearts. Then each one's praise will come from God.

(1 Cor 5:9 NKJV)  I wrote to you in my epistle not to keep company with sexually immoral people.

(1 Cor 5:10 NKJV)  Yet I certainly did not mean with the sexually immoral people of this world, or with the covetous, or extortioners, or idolaters, since then you would need to go out of the world.

(1 Cor 5:11 NKJV)  But now I have written to you not to keep company with anyone named a brother, who is sexually immoral, or covetous, or an idolater, or a reviler, or a drunkard, or an extortioner; not even to eat with such a person.

(1 Cor 5:12 NKJV)  For what have I to do with judging those also who are outside? Do you not judge those who are inside?

(1 Cor 5:13 NKJV)  But those who are outside God judges. Therefore "put away from yourselves the evil person."

(1 Cor 6:1 NKJV)  Dare any of you, having a matter against another, go to law before the unrighteous, and not before the saints?

(1 Cor 6:2 NKJV)  Do you not know that the saints will judge the world? And if the world will be judged by you, are you unworthy to judge the smallest matters?

(1 Cor 6:3 NKJV)  Do you not know that we shall judge angels? How much more, things that pertain to this life?

(1 Cor 6:4 NKJV)  If then you have judgments concerning things pertaining to this life, do you appoint those who are least esteemed by the church to judge?

(1 Cor 6:5 NKJV)  I say this to your shame. Is it so, that there is not a wise man among you, not even one, who will be able to judge between his brethren?

(1 Cor 6:6 NKJV)  But brother goes to law against brother, and that before unbelievers!

(1 Cor 6:7 NKJV)  Now therefore, it is already an utter failure for you that you go to law against one another. Why do you not rather accept wrong? Why do you not rather let yourselves be cheated?

(1 Cor 6:8 NKJV)  No, you yourselves do wrong and cheat, and you do these things to your brethren!

(1 Cor 11:29 NKJV)  For he who eats and drinks in an unworthy manner eats and drinks judgment to himself, not discerning the Lord's body.

(1 Cor 11:30 NKJV)  For this reason many are weak and sick among you, and many sleep.

(1 Cor 11:31 NKJV)  For if we would judge ourselves, we would not be judged.

(1 Cor 11:32 NKJV)  But when we are judged, we are chastened by the Lord, that we may not be condemned with the world.

(Col 2:16 NKJV)  So let no one judge you in food or in drink, or regarding a festival or a new moon or sabbaths,

(Col 2:17 NKJV)  which are a shadow of things to come, but the substance is of Christ.

(2 Tim 4:8 NKJV)  Finally, there is laid up for me the crown of righteousness, which the Lord, the righteous Judge, will give to me on that Day, and not to me only but also to all who have loved His appearing.

(Heb 10:29 NKJV)  Of how much worse punishment, do you suppose, will he be thought worthy who has trampled the Son of God underfoot, counted the blood of the covenant by which he was sanctified a common thing, and insulted the Spirit of grace?

(Heb 10:30 NKJV)  For we know Him who said, "Vengeance is Mine, I will repay," says the Lord. And again, "The LORD will judge His people."

(Heb 10:31 NKJV)  It is a fearful thing to fall into the hands of the living God.

(Heb 12:22 NKJV)  But you have come to Mount Zion and to the city of the living God, the heavenly Jerusalem, to an innumerable company of angels,

(Heb 12:23 NKJV)  to the general assembly and church of the firstborn who are registered in heaven, to God the Judge of all, to the spirits of just men made perfect,

(Heb 12:24 NKJV)  to Jesus the Mediator of the new covenant, and to the blood of sprinkling that speaks better things than that of Abel.

(Heb 12:25 NKJV)  See that you do not refuse Him who speaks. For if they did not escape who refused Him who spoke on earth, much more shall we not escape if we turn away from Him who speaks from heaven,

(James 4:11 NKJV)  Do not speak evil of one another, brethren. He who speaks evil of a brother and judges his brother, speaks evil of the law and judges the law. But if you judge the law, you are not a doer of the law but a judge.

(James 4:12 NKJV)  There is one Lawgiver, who is able to save and to destroy. Who are you to judge another?

(James 4:13 NKJV)  Come now, you who say, "Today or tomorrow we will go to such and such a city, spend a year there, buy and sell, and make a profit";

(James 4:14 NKJV)  whereas you do not know what will happen tomorrow. For what is your life? It is even a vapor that appears for a little time and then vanishes away.

(James 5:8 NKJV)  You also be patient. Establish your hearts, for the coming of the Lord is at hand.

(James 5:9 NKJV)  Do not grumble against one another, brethren, lest you be condemned. Behold, the Judge is standing at the door!

(James 5:10 NKJV)  My brethren, take the prophets, who spoke in the name of the Lord, as an example of suffering and patience.

(1 Pet 1:13 NKJV)  Therefore gird up the loins of your mind, be sober, and rest your hope fully upon the grace that is to be brought to you at the revelation of Jesus Christ;

(1 Pet 1:14 NKJV)  as obedient children, not conforming yourselves to the former lusts, as in your ignorance;

(1 Pet 1:15 NKJV)  but as He who called you is holy, you also be holy in all your conduct,

(1 Pet 1:16 NKJV)  because it is written, "Be holy, for I am holy."

(1 Pet 1:17 NKJV)  And if you call on the Father, who without partiality judges according to each one's work, conduct yourselves throughout the time of your stay here in fear;

(1 Pet 1:18 NKJV)  knowing that you were not redeemed with corruptible things, like silver or gold, from your aimless conduct received by tradition from your fathers,

(1 Pet 1:19 NKJV)  but with the precious blood of Christ, as of a lamb without blemish and without spot.

(Mat 23:23 KJV)  Woe unto you, scribes and Pharisees, hypocrites! for ye pay tithe of mint and anise and cummin, and have omitted the weightier matters of the law, judgment, mercy, and faith: these ought ye to have done, and not to leave the other undone.
